• Today, there are more than 1,600 freighter aircraft with a cargo hold of 
at least 10 tons and more than 200 airlines.

• Despite the economic crisis, competition from other modes and the 
resulting diffi culties for the air cargo market, the total number of Freight 
Ton Kilometres (FTKs) in 2011 was 7% above the pre-crisis high in 
2007 and 23% higher than the low in 2009.

• In 2011, traffi c to, from and within PRC represented 26% of the 
global air traffi c market.

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• For the period 2011-2031, worldwide air freight is expected to grow at 
4.9% per year. 

• Asia-Pacifi c is one of the largest drivers of freight traffi c, three of the 
top fi ve freight fl ows include Asia.

• Over the forecast period, there is demand for nearly
1,800 converted aircraft and nearly 900 new aircraft.
