Notice of the aggregate nominal amount of the Notes, interest (if any) payable in respect of the Notes, the issue price of the Notes and any final terms not contained herein and which are
applicable to such Notes will be set out in the Final Terms relating to such Notes (each, “Final Terms”).

This Debt Issuance Programme Prospectus (hereinafter referred to as “Debt Issuance Programme Prospectus™), constitutes two base prospectuses for the purpose of Regulation (EU)
2017/1129 (the “Prospectus Regulation™): (i) a base prospectus for Notes issued under the Programme by Airbus and (ii) a base prospectus for Notes issued under the Programme by Airbus
Finance.

Application has been made to the Commission de Surveillance du Secteur Financier (the “CSSF”) in its capacity as competent authority under the Luxembourg Act dated 16 July 2019, as
amended, on prospectuses for securities (the “Luxembourg Prospectus Law™), for the approval of this Debt Issuance Programme Prospectus as a base prospectus for the purposes of the
Prospectus Regulation.

“The COVID-19 pandemic, the resulting health and economic crisis and actions taken in response to the
spread of the pandemic, including government measures and travel limitations and restrictions, have resulted
in significant disruption to Airbus’ business, operations and supply chain.

The aerospace industry, commercial aircraft market, commercial air traffic and demand for air travel have
been severely impacted by the COVID-19 crisis. As a result, airlines have reduced capacity, grounded large
portions of their fleets temporarily, sought to implement measures to reduce cash spending and secure
liquidity. Airbus may face additional risks and uncertainties resulting from future consequences of the health
and economic crisis on airlines, lessors and other actors in the air transport industry. See also “Business-
Related Risks -- Commercial Aircraft Market Factors”.

A number of measures have been taken by Airbus to implement stringent health and safety procedures while
taking account of stock levels and production lead-times. In February 2020, Airbus suspended operations of
the Tianjin Final Assembly Line for approximately one week but was later authorised by the Chinese
authorities to restart operations and gradually increase production. In March and April 2020, Airbus
suspended certain operations including production and assembly activities at facilities in France, Spain,
Germany, the United Kingdom, the United States and Canada. The COVID-19 crisis may lead to further
disruptions to Airbus’ internal operations and to its ability to deliver products and services.

In addition to its impact on the financial viability of airlines and the reduction of commercial air traffic,
lockdowns, travel limitations and restrictions around the world have posed logistical challenges and may
cause disruptions to Airbus’ business, its operations and supply chain. These measures have and may continue
to adversely affect Airbus’ ability to deliver products and services as well as customers’ ability to take
delivery of aircraft.

Airbus is adversely affected by weak market and economic conditions in markets around the world. Weaker
market and economic conditions and their knock-on effects could result in (i) additional requests by
customers to postpone delivery or cancel existing orders for aircraft (including helicopters) or other products
including services, (ii) decisions by customers to review their fleet strategy, (iii) weak levels of passenger
demand for air travel and cargo activity more generally, and (iv) prolonged or additional travel limitations and
restrictions, which could negatively impact Airbus’ results of operations.

Airbus delivered 36 commercial aircraft in June 2020, compared to 24 in May 2020 and 14 in April 2020,
bringing the total for the first half of 2020 to 196 deliveries compared to 389 deliveries in the first half of
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2019.This reflects customer requests to defer deliveries as well as other factors related to the ongoing
COVID-19 crisis. At the end of June 2020, around 145 commercial aircraft were produced but could not be
delivered due to COVID-19.

In the first half of 2020, Airbus recorded 67 cancellations. Airbus registered no new commercial aircraft
orders in May 2020 and June 2020.

On 23 March 2020, Airbus withdrew its 2020 guidance due to the volatility of the situation. The impact of the
COVID-19 crisis on the business continues to be assessed and given the limited visibility, in particular with
respect to the delivery situation, no new guidance is issued to date.

On 23 March 2020, Airbus announced measures to bolster its liquidity and balance sheet in response to the
COVID-19 pandemic, including a new €15 billion credit facility, the withdrawal of 2019 dividend proposal
with cash value of €1.4 billion, the suspension of voluntary top up pension funding and strong focus on
support to customers and delivery.

On 8 April 2020, Airbus has announced its decision to adapt commercial aircraft production rates to 40 per
month for the A320 Family, two per month for A330 and six per month for A350 in response to the new
COVID-19 market environment. This represents a reduction of the March 2020 pre-COVID-19 average rates
of roughly one third. Subsequently the current market situation led to a slight adjustment in the A350 rate
from 6 to 5 aircraft a month for now. With these new rates, Airbus intends to preserve its ability to meet
customer demand while protecting its ability to further adapt as the global market evolves.

On 30 June 2020, Airbus has announced plans to adapt its global workforce and resize its commercial aircraft
activity in response to the COVID-19 crisis. This adaptation is expected to result in a reduction of around
15,000 positions no later than summer 2021.

Air traffic is not expected to recover to pre-COVID-19 levels before 2023 and potentially as late as 2025.

Airbus is monitoring the evolution of the COVID-19 pandemic and will continue to evaluate further impacts
and additional measures going forward while taking into account the latest industry outlook.

Although the full impact of the COVID-19 crisis cannot reasonably be assessed at this time given its
uncertain duration and extent, Airbus' business, its operations and supply chain will be further disrupted and
materially affected by the pandemic, the uncertainty it creates and the resulting health and economic crisis.

Airbus’ business, results of operations and financial condition have been and will continue to be materially
affected by the COVID-19 pandemic, and Airbus continues to face significant risks and uncertainties related
to the COVID-19 pandemic and its resulting health and economic crisis.

For additional information, see note 2 “Impact of the spread of the COVID-19 pandemic” in the Airbus
Interims incorporated by reference in this Debt Issuance Programme Prospectus.”

Risk Factors relating to Airbus Finance

Airbus Finance's principal activity is to act as a finance company for the Group. Airbus Finance raises funds
by issuing notes on the international capital markets which benefit from a guarantee provided by Airbus and
on lends such funds to Airbus and has therefore no income from operating activities.
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As a result, Airbus Finance’s ability to meet its debt service obligations, including its obligations under the
Notes, depends upon payments it receives from Airbus in respect of its borrowings from Airbus Finance.
Airbus Finance cannot assure that the payments from, or other available assets of, this entity will be sufficient
to enable Airbus Finance to pay principal or interest on the Notes when due.

If Airbus Finance is not able to obtain sufficient funds from Airbus, it will not be able to make payments
under the Notes.

Risk factors relating to the Notes

1 Risks related to the structure of certain types of Notes which may be issued under the
Programme

Any early redemption at the option of the Relevant Issuer, if provided for in any Final Terms for a
particular issue of Notes, could cause the yield received by Noteholders to be considerably less than
anticipated.

The Final Terms for a particular issue of Notes may provide for early redemption at the option of the Issuer
including a Clean-up Call Option by the Issuer as described in Condition 6(e), a Make-Whole Redemption by
the Issuer as described in Condition 6(f) or a Residual Maturity Call Option as described in Condition 6(g).
As a consequence, the yields received upon redemption may be lower than expected, and the redemption price
of the Notes may be lower than the purchase price for the Notes paid by the Noteholder. In such a case, part of
the capital invested by the Noteholder may be lost, so that the Noteholder would not receive the total amount
of the capital invested.

In addition, investors that choose to reinvest monies they receive through an early redemption may be able to
do so only in securities with a lower yield than the redeemed Notes.

The existence of these early redemption options in a particular Series of Notes could limit the market value of
such Notes.

In particular, with respect to the Clean-up Call Option by the Issuer (Condition 6(e)), there is no obligation on
the Issuer to inform investors if and when the Minimum Percentage (as defined in the relevant Final Terms) of
a particular Series of Notes has been reached or is about to be reached, and the Relevant Issuer’s right to
redeem will exist notwithstanding that immediately prior to the serving of a notice in respect of the exercise
of the Clean-up Call Option by the Issuer the Notes may have been trading significantly above the redemption
price, thus potentially resulting in a loss of capital invested.

The regulation and reform of benchmarks may adversely affect the value of Notes referencing such
benchmarks

Interest rates and indices which are deemed to be “benchmarks” such as the LIBOR and EURIBOR are the
subject of recent national and international regulatory guidance and proposals for reform. Some of these
reforms are already effective whilst others are still to be implemented. These reforms may cause such
benchmarks to perform differently than in the past, to disappear entirely, or have other consequences which
cannot be predicted. Any such consequence could have a material adverse effect on any Notes referencing
such a benchmark.

The Benchmarks Regulation was published in the Official Journal of the EU on 29 June 2016 and has applied
since 1 January 2018. The Benchmarks Regulation applies to the provision of benchmarks, the contribution of
input data to a benchmark and the use of a benchmark within the EU. It will, among other things, (i) require
benchmark administrators to be authorised or registered (or, if non-EU based, to be subject to an equivalent
regime or otherwise recognised or endorsed) and (ii) prevent certain uses by EU supervised entities of
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benchmarks of administrators that are not authorised or registered (or, if non-EU based, not deemed
equivalent or recognised or endorsed).

The Benchmarks Regulation could have a material impact on any Notes referencing a benchmark, in
particular, if the methodology or other terms of the relevant benchmark are changed in order to comply with
the requirements of the Benchmarks Regulation. Such changes could, among other things, have the effect of
reducing, increasing or otherwise affecting the volatility of the published rate or level of the relevant
benchmark.

On 27 July 2017, the UK Financial Conduct Authority (the “FCA”) announced that it will no longer persuade
or compel banks to submit rates for the calculation of the LIBOR benchmark after 2021 (the “FCA
Announcement”). The FCA Announcement indicates that the continuation of LIBOR on the current basis
cannot and will not be guaranteed after 2021. Subsequent announcements by the FCA have emphasised that
market participants should not rely on the continued publication of LIBOR after the end of 2021. The
potential elimination of LIBOR or any other benchmark, or changes in the manner of administration of any
benchmark may have the effect, amongst other things, of: (i) discouraging market participants from
continuing to administer or contribute to a benchmark; (ii) triggering changes in the rules or methodologies
used in the benchmark or (iii) leading to the disappearance of the benchmark. Any of the above changes or
any other consequential changes as a result of international or national reforms or other initiatives or
investigations, could have a material adverse effect on the value of and return on any Notes referencing a
benchmark.

The Terms and Conditions of the Notes provide for certain fallback arrangements in the event that a published
benchmark, including an inter-bank offered rate such as LIBOR, EURIBOR or other relevant reference rates,
(including any page on which such Benchmark may be published (or any successor service)) becomes
unavailable or a Benchmark Event otherwise occurs, including the possibility that the rate of interest or other
amounts payable under the Notes could be set by reference to a successor rate or an alternative reference rate
and that such successor rate or alternative reference rate may be adjusted (if required) in order to reduce or
eliminate, to the fullest extent reasonably practicable in the circumstances, any economic prejudice or benefit
(as applicable) to investors arising out of the replacement of the relevant Benchmark. In certain
circumstances, the fallback for the purposes of calculation of interest or other amounts payable under the
Notes may be based upon a determination to be made by the Calculation Agent or by an Independent Adviser
appointed by the Issuer. In addition, due to the uncertainty concerning the availability of successor rates and
alternative reference rates and the involvement of an Independent Adviser, the relevant fallback provisions
may not operate as intended at the relevant time and in the event of a permanent discontinuation of LIBOR or
any other Benchmark, the Issuer may be unable to appoint an Independent Adviser or the Independent
Adviser may be unable to determine a successor rate or alternative rate. In these circumstances, where LIBOR
or any other benchmark has been discontinued, the Rate of Interest will revert to the Rate of Interest
applicable as at the immediately preceding Interest Determination Date.

Investors should consult their own independent advisers and make their own assessment about the potential
risks imposed by the Benchmarks Regulation reforms in making any investment decision with respect to any
Notes referencing a benchmark.

Fixed/Floating Rate Notes

The Issuers may issue Fixed/Floating Rate Notes under the Programme which may bear interest at a rate that
the Issuer may elect to convert from a fixed rate to a floating rate, or from a floating rate to a fixed rate. The
Issuer's ability to convert the interest rate will affect the secondary market and the market value of such Notes
since the Issuer may be expected to convert the rate when it is likely to produce a lower overall cost of
borrowing. If the Issuer converts from a fixed rate to a floating rate, the spread on the Fixed/Floating Rate
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Notes may be less favourable than then prevailing spreads on comparable Floating Rate Notes tied to the
same reference rate. In addition, the new floating rate at any time may be lower than the rates on other Notes.
If the Issuer converts from a floating rate to a fixed rate, the fixed rate may be lower than then prevailing rates
on its Notes.

Exchange rate risks and exchange controls

The Issuer may issue Notes in any currency. The Issuer will pay principal and interest on the Notes in the
Specified Currency. This presents certain risks relating to currency conversions if an investor's financial
activities are denominated principally in a currency or currency unit (the “Investor's Currency”) other than
the Specified Currency. These include the risk that exchange rates may significantly change (including
changes due to devaluation of the Specified Currency or revaluation of the Investor's Currency) and the risk
that authorities with jurisdiction over the Investor's Currency may impose or modify exchange controls. An
appreciation in the value of the Investor's Currency relative to the Specified Currency would decrease (1) the
Investor's Currency-equivalent yield on the Notes, (2) the Investor's Currency equivalent value of the
principal payable on the Notes and (3) the Investor's Currency equivalent market value of the Notes.

Government and monetary authorities may impose (as some have done in the past) exchange controls that
could adversely affect an applicable exchange rate. As a result, investors may receive less interest or principal
than expected, or no interest or principal.

Investors will not be able to calculate in advance their rate of return on Floating Rate Notes; negative
Rates of Interest

The Issuer may issue Floating Rate Notes. A key difference between Floating Rate Notes and Fixed Rate
Notes is that interest income on Floating Rate Notes cannot be anticipated. Due to varying interest income,
investors are not able to determine a definite yield of Floating Rate Notes at the time they purchase them, so
that their return on investment cannot be compared with that of investments having longer fixed interest
periods. If the Conditions of the Notes provide for frequent interest payment dates, investors are exposed to
the reinvestment risk if market interest rates decline. That is, investors may reinvest the interest income paid
to them only at the relevant lower interest rates then prevailing.

Furthermore, should the Reference Rate in respect of a Floating Rate Note be at any time negative, it could,
notwithstanding the addition of the Margin, result in the actual Rate of Interest being lower than zero, though
in such case, no amount shall be due by the Noteholders to the Relevant Issuer.

Zero Coupon Notes are subject to higher price fluctuations than non-discounted Notes

The Issuer may issue Zero Coupon Notes. Changes in market interest rates have a substantially stronger
impact on the prices of Zero Coupon Notes than on the prices of ordinary Notes because the discounted issue
prices are substantially below par. If market interest rates increase, Zero Coupon Notes can suffer higher price
losses than other Notes having the same maturity and credit rating. Due to their leverage effect, Zero Coupon
Notes are a type of investment associated with a particularly high price risk.

Interest rate risks relevant to Fixed Rate Instruments

The Issuer may issue notes which pay a fixed Rate of Interest. Investment in Fixed Rate Notes involves the
risk that subsequent changes in market interest rates may adversely affect the value of Fixed Rate Notes.

2 Risks related to all Notes issued under the Programme

Modification, waivers and substitution

The Terms and Conditions of the Notes contain provisions for calling meetings of Noteholders to consider
matters affecting their interests generally and to obtain Written Resolutions on matters relating to the Notes
from Noteholders without calling a meeting. A Written Resolution signed by or on behalf of the holders of not
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less than 75 per cent. in nominal amount of the Notes of the relevant Series who for the time being are entitled
to receive notice of a meeting in accordance with the provisions of the Trust Deed and whose Notes are
outstanding shall, for all purposes, take effect as an Extraordinary Resolution (as defined in the Trust Deed).

In certain circumstances, where the Notes are held in global form in the clearing systems, the Issuer, the
Guarantor and the Trustee (as the case may be) will be entitled to rely upon:

(1) where the terms of the proposed resolution have been notified through the relevant clearing system(s),
approval of a resolution proposed by the Issuer, the Guarantor or the Trustee (as the case may be)
given by way of electronic consents communicated through the electronic communications systems of
the relevant clearing systems in accordance with their operating rules and procedures by or on behalf
of the holders of not less than 75 per cent. in nominal amount of the Notes of the relevant Series for
the time being outstanding; and

(i1)  where electronic consent is not being sought, consent or instructions given in writing directly to the
Issuer, the Guarantor and/or the Trustee (as the case may be) by accountholders in the clearing systems
with entitlements to such global note or certificate or, where the accountholders hold such entitlement
on behalf of another person, on written consent from or written instruction by the person for whom
such entitlement is ultimately beneficially held (directly or via one or more intermediaries), provided
that the Issuer, the Guarantor and the Trustee have obtained commercially reasonable evidence to
ascertain the validity of such holding and taken reasonable steps to ensure such holding does not alter
following the giving of such consent/instruction and prior to effecting such resolution;

A Written Resolution or an electronic consent as described above may be effected in connection with any
matter affecting the interests of Noteholders, including the modification of the Conditions, that would
otherwise be required to be passed at a meeting of Noteholders satisfying the special quorum in accordance
with the provisions of the Trust Deed, and shall for all purposes take effect as an Extraordinary Resolution
passed at a meeting of Noteholders duly convened and held. These provisions permit defined majorities to
bind all Noteholders including Noteholders who did not attend and vote at the relevant meeting and
Noteholders who voted in a manner contrary to the majority.

The Terms and Conditions of the Notes and the Trust Deed provide that the Trustee may, without the consent
of Noteholders, (A) agree to (i) any modification of any of the provisions of the Trust Deed that is of a
formal, minor or technical nature or is made to correct a manifest error, (ii) any other modification (except as
mentioned in the Trust Deed), and (B) waive or authorise any breach or proposed breach of any of the
provisions of Notes and determine that any Event of Default or potential Event of Default shall not be treated
as such, in the case of (A) and (B), if in the opinion of the Trustee the interests of the Noteholders will not be
materially prejudiced thereby. The Trustee may, without the consent of Noteholders agree to the substitution
of another company as principal debtor under any Notes in place of the Issuer, in the circumstances described
in Condition 11 of the Terms and Conditions of the Notes and Clause 15.2 of the Trust Deed.

Change of Law

The Terms and Conditions of the Notes are based on English law in effect as at the date of this Debt Issuance
Programme Prospectus. No assurance can be given as to the impact of any possible judicial decision or
change in English law or the official application or interpretation of English law after the date of this Debt
Issuance Programme Prospectus.

Integral multiples of less than €100,000

In relation to any issue of Notes which have a denomination consisting of the minimum Specified
Denomination of €100,000 (or its equivalent) plus a higher integral multiple of another smaller amount, it is
possible that the Notes may be traded in amounts in excess of €100,000 (or its equivalent) that are not integral
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multiples of €100,000 (or its equivalent). In such a case a Noteholder who, as a result of trading such
amounts, holds a principal amount of less than the minimum Specified Denomination will not receive a
definitive Note in respect of such holding (should definitive Notes be printed) and would need to purchase a
principal amount of Notes such that it holds an amount equal to one or more Specified Denominations.

The trading market for the Notes may be volatile and may be adversely impacted by many events

The market for the Notes is influenced by economic and market conditions and, to varying degrees, market
conditions, interest rates, currency exchange rates and inflation rates in other European and other
industrialised countries. There can be no assurance that events in France, Germany, Spain, the rest of Europe
or elsewhere will not cause market volatility or that such volatility will not adversely affect the price of Notes
or that economic and market conditions will not have any other adverse effect.

An active trading market for the Notes may not develop

There can be no assurance that an active trading market for the Notes will develop, or, if one does develop,
that it will be maintained. If an active trading market for the Notes does not develop or is not maintained, the
market or trading price and liquidity of the Notes may be adversely affected. The Issuer and any of its
subsidiaries are entitled to buy the Notes and the Issuer may issue further Notes, as described in Condition 15.
Such transactions may favourably or adversely affect the price development of the Notes. If additional and
competing products are introduced in the markets, this may adversely affect the value of the Notes.

Credit ratings may not reflect all risks

Airbus is rated by S&P and Moody’s and one or more independent credit rating agencies may assign credit
ratings to the Notes. The ratings may not reflect the potential impact of all risks related to structure, market,
additional factors discussed above, and other factors that may affect the value of the Notes. A credit rating is
not a recommendation to buy, sell or hold securities and may be revised or withdrawn by the rating agency at
any time.

Legal investment considerations may restrict certain investments

The investment activities of certain investors are subject to legal investment laws and regulations, or review
or regulation by certain authorities. Each potential investor should consult its legal advisers to determine
whether and to what extent (1) Notes are legal investments for it, (2) Notes can be used as collateral for
various types of borrowing and (3) other restrictions apply to its purchase or pledge of any Notes. Financial
institutions should consult their legal advisers or the appropriate regulators to determine the appropriate
treatment of Notes under any applicable risk-based capital or similar rules.

3 Risks related to Taxation

The Proposed Financial Transactions Tax (“FTT”)

The European Commission has published a proposal for a Directive for a common FTT in Belgium, Germany,
Estonia, Greece, Spain, France, Italy, Austria, Portugal, Slovenia and Slovakia. In December 2015 Estonia
withdrew from the group of states willing to introduce the FTT (the “Participating Member States”).

The proposed FTT has very broad scope and could, if introduced in its current form, apply to certain dealings
in the Notes (including secondary market transactions) in certain circumstances. The issuance and
subscription of the Notes should, however, be exempt.

Under current proposals the FTT could apply in certain circumstances to persons both within and outside of
the Participating Member States. Generally, it would apply to certain dealings in the Notes where at least one
party is a financial institution, and at least one party is established in a Participating Member State. A financial
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institution may be, or be deemed to be, "established" in a Participating Member State in a broad range of
circumstances, including (a) by transacting with a person established in a Participating Member State or (b)
where the financial instrument which is subject to the dealings is issued in a Participating Member State.

However, the FTT proposal remains subject to negotiation between the Participating Member States and the
scope of any such tax is uncertain. Additional EU Member States may decide to participate. The Council of
the European Union on Economic and Financial Affairs indicated on 6 December 2016 that the ten
Participating Member States (excluding Estonia) agreed on certain important measures that will form the core
engines of the FTT and that work and discussions are still ongoing.

If the proposed Directive or any similar tax were adopted, transactions in the Notes would be subject to higher
costs, and the liquidity of the market for the Notes may be diminished. Prospective holders of the Notes are
advised to seek their own professional advice in relation to the FTT.

Airbus and Airbus Finance are referred to below, in their capacity as issuers
of Notes, as a “Relevant Issuer” as such Issuer shall be so specified in the relevant Final Terms. These terms
and conditions include summaries of, and are subject to, the detailed provisions of the Trust Deed, which
includes the form of the Bearer Notes, Certificates, Receipts, Coupons and Talons referred to below. An
Amended and Restated Agency Agreement (as amended or supplemented as at the Issue Date, the “Agency
Agreement”) dated 30 July 2018 has been entered into in relation to the Notes between Airbus, Airbus
Finance, the Trustee, The Bank of New York Mellon, London Branch as initial issuing and paying agent and
the other agents named in it. The issuing and paying agent, the paying agents, the registrar, the transfer agents
and the calculation agent(s) for the time being (if any) are referred to below respectively as the “Issuing and
Paying Agent”, the “Paying Agents” (which expression shall include the Issuing and Paying Agent), the
“Registrar”, the “Transfer Agents” (which expression shall include the Registrar) and the “Calculation
Agent(s)”.

If a Benchmark Event occurs in relation to an Original Reference Rate when any Rate of Interest (or
any component part thereof) remains to be determined by reference to such Original Reference Rate,
then the Issuer shall use its reasonable endeavours to appoint an Independent Adviser, as soon as
reasonably practicable, to determine a Successor Rate, failing which an Alternative Rate (in
accordance with Condition 5(j)(ii)) and, in either case, an Adjustment Spread if any (in accordance
with Condition 5(j)(iii)) and any Benchmark Amendments (in accordance with Condition 5(j)(iv)).

In making such determination, the Independent Adviser appointed pursuant to this Condition 5(j) shall
act in good faith as an expert and (in the absence of bad faith or fraud) shall have no liability
whatsoever to the Issuer, the Trustee, the Paying Agents, the Noteholders or the Couponholders for any
determination made by it pursuant to this Condition 5(j).

If (i) the Issuer is unable to appoint an Independent Adviser; or (ii) the Independent Adviser appointed
by it fails to determine a Successor Rate or, failing which, an Alternative Rate in accordance with this
Condition 5(j) prior to the relevant Interest Determination Date, the Rate of Interest applicable to the
next succeeding Interest Period shall be equal to the Rate of Interest last determined in relation to the
Notes in respect of the immediately preceding Interest Period. If there has not been a first Interest
Payment Date, the Rate of Interest shall be the initial Rate of Interest. Where a different Margin or
Maximum Rate of Interest or Minimum Rate of Interest is to be applied to the relevant Interest Period
from that which applied to the last preceding Interest Period, the Margin or Maximum Rate of Interest
or Minimum Rate of Interest relating to the relevant Interest Period shall be substituted in place of the
Margin or Maximum Rate of Interest or Minimum Rate of Interest relating to that last preceding
Interest Period. For the avoidance of doubt, this Condition 5(j) shall apply to the relevant next
succeeding Interest Period only and any subsequent Interest Periods are subject to the subsequent
operation of, and to adjustment as provided in, this Condition 5(j).

(ii) Successor Rate or Alternative Rate
If the Independent Adviser acting in good faith determines that:

(A) there is a Successor Rate, then such Successor Rate and the applicable Adjustment Spread shall
subsequently be used in place of the Original Reference Rate to determine the Rate of Interest (or the
relevant component part thereof) for all future payments of interest on the Notes (subject to the
operation of this Condition 5(j)); or

(B) there is no Successor Rate but that there is an Alternative Rate, then the applicable Adjustment

(iii) Adjustment Spread

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(v) Benchmark Amendments

determined in accordance with this Condition 5(j) and the Independent Adviser acting in good faith,
determines (i) that amendments to these Conditions and the Trust Deed are necessary to follow market
practice or to ensure the proper operation of such Successor Rate, Alternative Rate or (in either case)
the applicable Adjustment Spread (or any combination thereof) (such amendments, the “Benchmark
Amendments”) and (ii) the terms of the Benchmark Amendments, then the Issuer shall, subject to
giving notice thereof in accordance with Condition 5(j)(v), without any requirement for the consent or
approval of Noteholders, vary these Conditions and the Trust Deed (as applicable) to give effect to
such Benchmark Amendments with effect from the date specified in such notice.

At the request of the Issuer, but subject to receipt by the Trustee of a certificate signed by a director or
other duly authorised officer of the Issuer and the Independent Adviser pursuant to Condition 5(G)(v),
the Trustee shall (at the expense of the Issuer), without any requirement for the consent of the
Noteholders, be obliged to concur with the Issuer in effecting any Benchmark Amendments (including,
inter alia, by the execution of a deed supplemental to or amending the Trust Deed), provided that the
Trustee shall not be obliged so to concur if in the opinion of the Trustee doing so would impose more
onerous obligations upon it or expose it to any additional duties, responsibilities or liabilities or reduce
or amend the protective provisions afforded to the Trustee in these Conditions or the Trust Deed
(including, for the avoidance of doubt, any supplemental trust deed) in any way.

V) Notices, etc.

Any Successor Rate, Alternative Rate, Adjustment Spread and the specific terms of any Benchmark
Amendments, determined under this Condition 5(j) will be notified promptly by the Issuer to the
Trustee, the Calculation Agent, the Paying Agents and, in accordance with Condition 16, the
Noteholders. Such notice shall be irrevocable and shall specify the effective date of the Benchmark
Amendments, if any.

No later than notifying the Trustee of the same, the Issuer shall deliver to the Trustee a certificate
signed by a director or other duly authorised officer of the Issuer and the Independent Adviser:

(a) confirming (i) that a Benchmark Event has occurred, (ii) the Successor Rate or, as the case
may be, the Alternative Rate, (iii) the Adjustment Spread and (iv) the specific terms of the Benchmark
Amendments (if any), in each case as determined in accordance with the provisions of this Condition
5(j); and

(b) certifying that the Benchmark Amendments (if any) are necessary to ensure the proper
operation of such Successor Rate or Alternative Rate and (in each case) the applicable Adjustment
Spread.

Each of the Trustee, the Calculation Agent and the Paying Agents shall be entitled to rely on such
certificate (without liability to any person) as sufficient evidence thereof. The Successor Rate or
Alternative Rate and the Adjustment Spread and the Benchmark Amendments (if any) specified in
such certificate will (in the absence of manifest error or bad faith in the determination of the Successor
Rate or Alternative Rate and the Adjustment Spread (if any) and the Benchmark Amendments (if any)
and without prejudice to the Trustee’s or the Calculation Agent’s or the Paying Agent’s ability to rely
on such certificate as aforesaid) be binding on the Issuer, the Trustee, the Calculation Agent, the
Paying Agents and the Noteholders.
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(vi) Survival of Original Reference Rate

(i)  Interest (which for the purpose of this Condition 7(b) shall include all Instalment Amounts other
than final Instalment Amounts) on Registered Notes shall be paid to the person shown on the
Register at the close of business on the fifteenth day before the due date for payment thereof
(the “Record Date”). Payments of interest on each Registered Note shall be made in the
relevant currency by cheque drawn on a Bank and mailed to the holder (or to the first named of
joint holders) of such Note at its address appearing in the Register.

(c)  Payments in the United States

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if any Bearer Notes are denominated in U.S. dollars, payments in
respect thereof may be made at the specified office of any Paying Agent in New York City in the same
manner as aforesaid if (i) the Relevant Issuer shall have appointed Paying Agents with specified offices
outside the United States with the reasonable expectation that such Paying Agents would be able to
make payment of the amounts on the Notes in the manner provided above when due, (ii) payment in
full of such amounts at all such offices is illegal or effectively precluded by exchange controls or other
similar restrictions on payment or receipt of such amounts and (iii) such payment is then permitted by
United States law, without involving, in the opinion of the Issuer, any adverse tax consequence to the
Relevant Issuer.

(d) Payments subject to Laws

Save as provided in Condition 8, payments will be subject in all cases to any other applicable fiscal or
other laws and regulations in the place of payment or other laws and regulations to which the Relevant
Issuer or the Guarantor (if applicable) or their respective Agents agree to be subject and neither the
Relevant Issuer nor the Guarantor (if applicable) will be liable for any taxes or duties of whatever
nature imposed or levied by such laws, regulations or agreements. No commission or expenses shall be
charged to the Noteholders or Couponholders in respect of such payments.

(e)  Appointment of Agents

The Issuing and Paying Agent, the Paying Agents, the Registrar, the Transfer Agents and the
Calculation Agent initially appointed by the Relevant Issuer and, in the case of Guaranteed Notes, the
Guarantor and their respective specified offices are listed below. The Issuing and Paying Agent, the
Paying Agents, the Registrar, the Transfer Agents and the Calculation Agent act solely as agents of the
Relevant Issuer and, as the case may be, the Guarantor and do not assume any obligation or
relationship of agency or trust for or with any Noteholder or Couponholder. The Relevant Issuer and,
in the case of Guaranteed Notes, the Guarantor reserve the right at any time with the approval of the
Trustee to vary or terminate the appointment of the Issuing and Paying Agent, any other Paying Agent,
the Registrar, any Transfer Agent or the Calculation Agent(s) and to appoint additional or other Paying
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Agents or Transfer Agents, provided that the Relevant Issuer shall at all times maintain (i) an Issuing
and Paying Agent, (ii) a Registrar in relation to Registered Notes, (iii) a Transfer Agent in relation to
Registered Notes which, so long as the Notes are listed on the Luxembourg Stock Exchange, shall
have a specified office in Luxembourg, (iv) one or more Calculation Agent(s) where the Conditions so
require, (v) Paying Agents having specified offices in at least two major European cities (including
Luxembourg) so long as the Notes are listed on the Luxembourg Stock Exchange and (vi) such other
agents as may be required by the rules of any other stock exchange on which the Notes may be listed
in each case as approved by the Trustee. In addition, the Relevant Issuer and (in the case of payments

Notice of any such change or any change of any specified office shall promptly be given to the
Noteholders.

Prescription

Meetings of Noteholders

The Trust Deed contains provisions for convening meetings of Noteholders to consider any matter
affecting their interests, including the sanctioning by Extraordinary Resolution (as defined in the Trust
Deed) of a modification of any of these Conditions or any provisions of the Trust Deed. Such a
meeting may be convened by Noteholders holding not less than 10 per cent. in nominal amount of the
Notes for the time being outstanding. The quorum for any meeting convened to consider an
Extraordinary Resolution shall be two or more persons holding or representing a clear majority in
nominal amount of the Notes for the time being outstanding, or at any adjourned meeting two or more
persons being or representing Noteholders whatever the nominal amount of the Notes held or
represented, unless the business of such meeting includes consideration of proposals, inter alia, (i) to
amend the dates of maturity or redemption of the Notes, any Instalment Date or any date for payment
of interest or Interest Amounts on the Notes, (ii) to reduce or cancel the nominal amount of, or any
Instalment Amount of, or any premium payable on redemption of, the Notes, (iii) to reduce the rate or
rates of interest in respect of the Notes or to vary the method or basis of calculating the rate or rates or
amount of interest or the basis for calculating any Interest Amount in respect of the Notes, (iv) if a
Minimum and/or a Maximum Rate of Interest, Instalment Amount or Redemption Amount is shown
hereon, to reduce any such Minimum and/or Maximum, (v) to vary any method of, or basis for,
calculating the Final Redemption Amount, the Early Redemption Amount or the Optional Redemption
Amount, including the method of calculating the Amortised Face Amount, (vi) to vary the currency or
currencies of payment or denomination of the Notes, (vii) to take any steps that as specified hereon
may only be taken following approval by an Extraordinary Resolution to which the special quorum
provisions apply, (viii) to modify the provisions concerning the quorum required at any meeting of
Noteholders or the majority required to pass the Extraordinary Resolution, (ix) to substitute any other
person for the Guarantor, or (x) to modify or cancel the Guarantee, in which case the necessary
quorum (the “Special Quorum”) shall be two or more persons holding or representing not less than 75
per cent., or at any adjourned meeting not less than 25 per cent., in nominal amount of the Notes for
the time being outstanding. Any Extraordinary Resolution duly passed shall be binding on Noteholders
(whether or not they were present at the meeting at which such resolution was passed) and on all
Couponholders.

The Trust Deed provides that (i) a resolution in writing signed by or on behalf of the holders of not less
than 75 per cent. in nominal amount of the Notes outstanding (a “Written Resolution”) or (ii) where
the Notes are held by or on behalf of a clearing system or clearing systems, approval of a resolution
proposed by the Issuer, Guarantor or the Trustee (as the case may be) given by way of electronic
consents communicated through the electronic communications systems of the relevant clearing
system(s) in accordance with their operating rules and procedures by or on behalf of the holders of not
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less than 75 per cent. in nominal amount of the Notes then outstanding (“Electronic Consent”) shall,
in each case for all purposes (including matters that would otherwise require an Extraordinary
Resolution to be passed at a meeting for which the Special Quorum was satisfied) be as valid and
effective as an Extraordinary Resolution passed at a meeting of Noteholders duly convened and held.
A Written Resolution may be contained in one document or several documents in like form, each
signed by or on behalf of one or more Noteholders. A Written Resolution and/or Electronic Consent
will be binding on all Noteholders whether or not they participated in such Written Resolution and/or
Electronic Consent, as the case may be.

Modification of the Trust Deed

The Trustee may agree, without the consent of the Noteholders or Couponholders, to (i) any
modification of any of the provisions of the Trust Deed of a formal, minor or technical nature or to
correct a manifest error, and (ii) any other modification (except as mentioned in the Trust Deed), and
any waiver or authorisation, on such terms as seem expedient to it, of any breach or proposed breach,
of any of the provisions of the Trust Deed that is in the opinion of the Trustee not materially prejudicial
to the interests of the Noteholders. Any such waiver, modification, authorisation or determination shall
be binding on the Noteholders and the Couponholders and, if the Trustee so requires, such
modification shall be notified to the Noteholders as soon as practicable.

Substitution

The Trust Deed contains provisions permitting the Trustee to agree, subject to such amendment of the
Trust Deed and such other conditions as the Trustee may require, but without the consent of the
Noteholders or the Couponholders, to the substitution of the Relevant Issuer’s successor in business or
any subsidiary of the Relevant Issuer or its successor in business or (where applicable) of the
Guarantor or its successor in business or any subsidiary of the Guarantor or its successor in business in
place of the Relevant Issuer or Guarantor, or of any previous substituted company, as principal debtor
or Guarantor under the Trust Deed and the Notes. In the case of such a substitution the Trustee may
agree, without the consent of the Noteholders or the Couponholders, to a change of the law governing
the Notes, the Receipts, the Coupons, the Talons and/or the Trust Deed provided that such change
would not in the opinion of the Trustee be materially prejudicial to the interests of the Noteholders.

Entitlement of the Trustee

In connection with the exercise of its functions (including but not limited to those referred to in this
Condition) the Trustee shall have regard to the interests of the Noteholders as a class and shall not have
regard to the consequences of such exercise for individual Noteholders or Couponholders and the
Trustee shall not be entitled to require, nor shall any Noteholder or Couponholder be entitled to claim,
from the Issuer or (where applicable) the Guarantor any indemnification or payment in respect of any
tax consequence of any such exercise upon individual Noteholders or Couponholders.

Enforcement

At any time after the Notes become due and payable, the Trustee may, at its discretion and without further

notice, institute such proceedings against the Relevant Issuer and/or (where applicable) the Guarantor as it
may think fit to enforce the terms of the Trust Deed, the Notes, the Receipts and the Coupons, but it need not

take any such proceedings unless (a) it shall have been so directed by an Extraordinary Resolution or so

requested in writing by Noteholders holding at least one-quarter in nominal amount of the Notes outstanding,

and (b) it shall have been indemnified to its satisfaction. No Noteholder, Receiptholder or Couponholder may
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proceed directly against the Issuer or (where applicable) the Guarantor unless the Trustee, having become
bound so to proceed, fails to do so within a reasonable time and such failure is continuing.

Indemnification of the Trustee

The Trust Deed contains provisions for the indemnification of the Trustee and for its relief from
responsibility. The Trustee is entitled to enter into business transactions with the Relevant Issuer, (where
applicable) the Guarantor and any entity related to the Relevant Issuer or the Guarantor without accounting
for any profit.

Replacement of Notes, Certificates, Receipts, Coupons and Talons

If a Note, Certificate, Receipt, Coupon or Talon is lost, stolen, mutilated, defaced or destroyed, it may be
replaced, subject to applicable laws, regulations and stock exchange or other relevant authority regulations, at
the specified office of the Issuing and Paying Agent in Luxembourg (in the case of Bearer Notes, Receipts,
Coupons or Talons) and of the Registrar (in the case of Certificates) or such other Paying Agent or Transfer
Agent, as the case may be, as may from time to time be designated by the Relevant Issuer for the purpose and
notice of whose designation is given to Noteholders, in each case on payment by the claimant of the fees and
costs incurred in connection therewith and on such terms as to evidence, security and indemnity (which may
provide, inter alia, that if the allegedly lost, stolen or destroyed Note, Certificate, Receipt, Coupon or Talon is
subsequently presented for payment or, as the case may be, for exchange for further Coupons, there shall be
paid to the Relevant Issuer on demand the amount payable by the Issuer in respect of such Notes, Certificates,
Receipts, Coupons or further Coupons) and otherwise as the Relevant Issuer may require. Mutilated or
defaced Notes, Certificates, Receipts, Coupons or Talons must be surrendered before replacements will be
issued.

Further Issues

The Relevant Issuer may from time to time without the consent of the Noteholders or Couponholders create
and issue further securities having the same terms and conditions as the Notes in all respects (or in all respects
except for the first payment of interest on them) and so that such further issue shall be consolidated and form
a single series with an outstanding Series. References in these Conditions to the Notes include (unless the
context requires otherwise) any other securities issued pursuant to this Condition and forming a single series
with the Notes.

Notices

Notices to the holders of Registered Notes shall be mailed to them at their respective addresses in the Register
and deemed to have been given on the fourth weekday (being a day other than a Saturday or a Sunday) after
the date of mailing. Such notices, so long as the Registered Notes are listed on the Luxembourg Stock
Exchange, shall also be published in a daily newspaper with general circulation in Luxembourg (which is
expected to be the Luxemburger Wort) or on the web site of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange
(www.bourse.lu). Notices to the holders of Bearer Notes shall be valid if published in a daily newspaper of
general circulation in London (which is expected to be the Financial Times) and so long as the Notes are
listed on the Luxembourg Stock Exchange, in a daily newspaper with general circulation in Luxembourg
(which is expected to be the Luxemburger Worf), or on the website of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange
(www.bourse.lu). If in the opinion of the Trustee any such publication is not practicable, notice shall be
validly given if published in another leading daily English language newspaper with general circulation in
Europe. Any such notice shall be deemed to have been given on the date of such publication or, if published
more than once or on different dates, on the first date on which publication is made, as provided above.
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Couponholders shall be deemed for all purposes to have notice of the contents of any notice given to the

holders of Bearer Notes in accordance with this Condition.

Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999

No person shall have any right to enforce any term or condition of the Notes under the Contracts (Rights of
Third Parties) Act 1999.

Toulouse, 8 April 2020 — After a solid commercial and industrial performance at the beginning of the year, Airbus
(stock exchange symbol: AIR) is now revising its production rates downwards to adapt to the new Coronavirus
market environment.

In Q1 2020, Airbus booked 290 net commercial aircraft orders and delivered 122 aircraft.

A further 60 aircraft were produced during the quarter, highlighting the solid industrial performance, however they
remain undelivered due to the evolving COVID-19 pandemic.

36 aircraft were delivered in March across the different aircraft families, down from 55 in February 2020. This
reflects customer requests to defer deliveries, as well as other factors related to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic.

The new average production rates going forward have been set as follows:
e A320 to rate 40 per month

e A330 to rate 2 per month

e A350 to rate 6 per month

This represents a reduction of the pre-coronavirus average rates of roughly one third. With these new rates, Airbus
preserves its ability to meet customer demand while protecting its ability to further adapt as the global market
evolves.

Airbus is working in coordination with its social partners to define the most appropriate social measures to adapt to

this new and evolving situation. Airbus is also addressing a short-term cash containment plan as well as its longer-
term cost structure.

"Airbus shareholders approve 2020 AGM resolutions
e Mark Dunkerley, Stephan Gemkow join Board of Directors
e René Obermann succeeds Denis Ranque as Chairman

Amsterdam, 16 April 2020 — Airbus SE (stock exchange symbol: AIR) shareholders approved all resolutions on
the agenda for its 2020 Annual General Meeting, including the election of two new directors, while René
Obermann formally succeeded Denis Ranque as Chairman at a Board meeting immediately afterwards.

Owing to the global coronavirus outbreak, shareholders were encouraged to vote by proxy instead of attending the
AGM physically in Amsterdam, in line with public health and safety measures. Shareholders showed a very high
level of voting and strong engagement despite the COVID-19 situation, with 575 million votes expressed, up 5%
compared to the 2019 AGM and representing around 74% of the outstanding share capital.

On 23 March, Airbus announced that it was withdrawing a voting item from the original AGM agenda related to
the proposed payment of the 2019 dividend. The withdrawal of the dividend proposal was one of a number of
measures announced by the Company to bolster liquidity and its balance sheet in response to the COVID-19 crisis.

Following shareholder approval, Mark Dunkerley and Stephan Gemkow each joined the Board as non-executive
directors for a period of three years. Dunkerley has extensive experience of the commercial airline and aviation
industry and is currently a Member of the Board of Spirit Airlines, Inc., while Gemkow is a Member of the Board
of Amadeus IT Group and a former airline executive with 22 years at Deutsche Lufthansa AG.

The mandates of non-executive directors Ralph D. Crosby, Jr. and Lord Drayson (Paul) were each renewed for
three years. Denis Ranque and Hermann-Josef Lamberti both stepped down as planned from the Board and its
committees at the close of the AGM.

At the meeting immediately following the AGM, the Board approved the planned appointment of René Obermann
as Chairman of the Board of Directors. In April 2019, Airbus announced that Obermann had been selected by the
Board to succeed Denis Ranque as Chairman. René Obermann has been an independent non-executive director on
the Airbus Board since April 2018. He is a Partner and Managing Director of private equity firm Warburg Pincus
and a former Chief Executive Officer of Deutsche Telekom AG. As previously stated, Denis Ranque asked to leave
the Board to pursue other interests when his mandate expired at the close of the 2020 AGM, following seven years
as Chairman.

“It has been a great honour to serve Airbus as Chairman these past years and I extend my best wishes to René, the
Board and the Company as a whole,” said outgoing Airbus Chairman Denis Ranque. “I’d also like to thank
shareholders for their support along these years and today for having voted through these important AGM
resolutions at a very high level despite the COVID-19 outbreak. With a renewed management team, under
Guillaume’s strong leadership, and an experienced Board, your Company is in good hands as it heads into its sixth
decade.”

“I thank the Board for the trust they have shown in me to succeed Denis as Chairman of this great, visionary

company,” said René Obermann, incoming Chairman of the Airbus Board of Directors. “I’d also like to pay tribute
to Denis’ relentless efforts over many years that benefitted the Company. Under his oversight, Airbus was able to
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reach an important settlement on the long-running compliance investigations and establish its leading position in
respect to corporate citizenship and excellence in governance. I look forward to working even more closely with
the management team and my Board colleagues to help the Company address its immediate and longer-term
challenges, and in particular our response to the COVID-19 pandemic.”

At the Board meeting, the following changes to the Board committees were also agreed with immediate effect: In
the Audit Committee, Ralph D. Crosby, Jr. was reappointed a member while Mark Dunkerley and Stephan
Gemkow were appointed members. Lord Drayson was reappointed a member of the Remuneration, Nomination
and Governance Committee. In the Ethics and Compliance Committee, Jean-Pierre Clamadieu was appointed
Chairman, replacing Denis Ranque, while Lord Drayson was reappointed a member. René Obermann leaves the
Audit Committee and the Ethics and Compliance Committee due to his appointment as Chairman of the Board.

Shareholders approved the proposed remuneration policy, which includes the introduction of a sustainability
component. This is in line with market best practices and is designed to reinforce alignment between the
Company’s strategy, its values and the remuneration structure."

“Airbus plans to further adapt to COVID-19 environment

e New measures contribute to safeguarding the Company’s future
e Necessary reduction of approximately 15,000 positions across Airbus’ global workforce
e Information and consultation process with social partners launched, agreements targeted in 2020

Toulouse, 30 June 2020 — Airbus (stock exchange symbol: AIR) has announced plans to adapt its global
workforce and resize its commercial aircraft activity in response to the COVID-19 crisis. This adaptation is
expected to result in a reduction of around 15,000 positions no later than summer 2021. The information and
consultation process with social partners has begun with a view to reaching agreements for implementation
starting in autumn 2020.

The commercial aircraft business activity has dropped by close to 40% in recent months as the industry faces
an unprecedented crisis. Commercial aircraft production rates have been adapted accordingly. Airbus is
grateful for the government support that has enabled the Company to limit these necessary adaptation
measures. However with air traffic not expected to recover to pre-COVID levels before 2023 and potentially
as late as 2025, Airbus now needs to take additional measures to reflect the post COVID-19 industry outlook.

Following the in-depth analysis of customer demand that has taken place over recent months, Airbus
anticipates the need to adapt its global workforce due to COVID-19 by approximately:

5,000 positions in France
5,100 positions in Germany
900 positions in Spain
1,700 positions in the UK
1,300 positions at Airbus’ other worldwide sites

These figures include the Airbus subsidiaries Stelia in France and Premium AEROTEC in Germany.
However, they do not include approximately 900 positions stemming from a pre-COVID-19 identified need to
restructure Premium AEROTEC in Germany, which will now be implemented within the frame of this global
adaptation plan.

The details of this COVID-19 adaptation plan need to be finalised with social partners.

While compulsory actions cannot be ruled out at this stage, Airbus will work with its social partners to limit
the impact of this plan by relying on all available social measures, including voluntary departures, early
retirement, and long term partial unemployment schemes where appropriate.
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“Airbus is facing the gravest crisis this industry has ever experienced,” said Airbus CEO Guillaume Faury.
“The measures we have taken so far have enabled us to absorb the initial shock of this global pandemic. Now,
we must ensure that we can sustain our enterprise and emerge from the crisis as a healthy, global aerospace
leader, adjusting to the overwhelming challenges of our customers. To confront that reality, we must now
adopt more far-reaching measures. Our management team and our Board of Directors are fully committed to
limiting the social impact of this adaptation. We thank our governmental partners as they help us preserve our
expertise and know-how as much as possible and have played an important role in limiting the social impact
of this crisis in our industry. The Airbus teams and their skills and competences will enable us to pursue our
ambition to pioneer a sustainable future for aerospace.””

“Airbus reports June / H1 2020 commercial aircraft orders & deliveries

e 36 deliveries in June 2020, versus 24 in May
196 deliveries and 298 net orders in H1 2020

Toulouse, 8 July 2020 — Airbus (stock exchange symbol: AIR) delivered 36 commercial aircraft in June 2020,
compared to 24 in May and 14 in April, bringing the total for the first half of the year to 196 deliveries. This
compares to 389 deliveries in H1 2019. The decrease reflects the COVID-19 crisis. By aircraft type, a total of 11
A220s, 157 A320 Family, 5 A330s and 23 A350s were delivered in the first half of 2020.

In H1 2020, Airbus booked a total of 298 net commercial aircraft orders. This compares to 88 aircraft in H1 2019.”

Strong liquidity underpins business resilience and flexibility

Amsterdam, 30 July 2020 — Airbus SE (stock exchange symbol: AIR) reported consolidated financial results for
the Half-Year (H1) ended 30 June 2020.

“The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on our financials is now very visible in the second quarter, with HI
commercial aircraft deliveries halving compared to a year ago,” said Airbus Chief Executive Officer Guillaume
Faury. “We have calibrated the business to face the new market environment on an industrial basis and the supply
chain is now working in line with the new plan. It is our ambition to not consume cash before M&A and customer
financing in H2 2020. We face a difficult situation with uncertainty ahead, but with the decisions we have taken,
we believe we are adequately positioned to navigate these challenging times in our industry.”

Net commercial aircraft orders totalled 298 (H1 2019: 88 aircraft), including 8 aircraft in Q2, with the order
backlog comprising 7,584 commercial aircraft as of 30 June 2020. Airbus Helicopters booked 75 net orders (H1
2019: 123 units), including 3 H145s, 1 Super Puma and 1 H160 during the second quarter alone. Airbus Defence
and Space’s order intake increased to € 5.6 billion.

Consolidated revenues decreased to € 18.9 billion (H1 2019: € 30.9 billion), driven by the difficult market
environment impacting the commercial aircraft business with around 50% fewer deliveries year-on-year. This was
partly offset by more favourable foreign exchange rates. A total of 196 commercial aircraft were delivered (H1
2019: 389 aircraft), comprising 11 A220s, 157 A320 Family, 5 A330s and 23 A350s. Airbus Helicopters reported
stable revenues, reflecting lower deliveries of 104 units (H1 2019: 143 units) partially compensated by higher
services. Revenues at Airbus Defence and Space were impacted by lower volume and mix, in particular at Space
Systems, as well as delays in some programmes caused by the COVID-19 situation.
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Consolidated EBIT Adjusted — an alternative performance measure and key indicator capturing the underlying
business margin by excluding material charges or profits caused by movements in provisions related to
programmes, restructuring or foreign exchange impacts as well as capital gains/losses from the disposal and
acquisition of businesses — totalled

€ -945 million (H1 2019: € 2,529 million).

Airbus’ EBIT Adjusted of € -1,307 million (H1 2019: € 2,193 million(1)) mainly reflected the reduced commercial
aircraft deliveries and lower cost efficiency. Steps have been taken to adapt the cost structure to the new levels of
production, the benefits of which are materialising as the plan is executed. Also included in the EBIT Adjusted is €
-0.9 billion of COVID-19 related charges.

Commercial aircraft are now being produced at rates in accordance with the new production plan announced in
April 2020, in response to the COVID-19 situation. The current market situation has led to a slight adjustment in
the A350 rate from 6 to 5 aircraft a month for now. On the A220, the Final Assembly Line (FAL) in Mirabel,
Canada, is expected to progressively return to pre-COVID levels at rate 4 while the new FAL in Mobile, US,
opened as planned in May. At the end of June, around 145 commercial aircraft could not be delivered due to
COVID-19.

Airbus Helicopters’ EBIT Adjusted increased to € 152 million (H1 2019: € 125 million), reflecting a favourable
mix, mainly in military, and higher services partially offset by the lower deliveries. The five-bladed H145 and
H160 helicopters were recently certified by the European Union Aviation Safety Agency.

EBIT Adjusted at Airbus Defence and Space decreased to € 186 million (H1 2019: € 233 million), reflecting the
COVID-19 impact, mainly in Space Systems, partly offset by cost reduction measures. The Division’s
restructuring plan was updated to also reflect the impact of the coronavirus pandemic.

Three A400M transport aircraft were delivered in H1 2020. The certification of automatic low-level flight
capability and simultaneous paratrooper dispatch were achieved in H1 2020,

marking major milestones towards the aircraft’s full development. A400M retrofit activities are progressing in
close alignment with customers.

Consolidated self-financed R&D expenses totalled € 1,396 million (HI 2019: € 1,423 million).

Consolidated EBIT (reported) was € -1,559 million (H1 2019: € 2,093 million), including Adjustments totalling a
net € -614 million. These Adjustments comprised:
e € -332 million related to A380 programme cost, of which € -299 million was in Q2;
e € -165 million related to the dollar pre-delivery payment mismatch and balance sheet valuation, of which
€ -31 million was in Q2;
e € -117 million of other costs, including compliance, of which € -82 million was in Q2.

The consolidated reported loss per share of € -2.45 (H1 2019 earnings per share: € 1.54) includes the financial
result of € -429 million (H1 2019: € -215 million). The financial result reflects a net € -212 million related to
Dassault Aviation as well as the impairment of a loan to OneWeb, recorded in Q1 2020 for an amount of € -136
million. The consolidated net loss(2) was € -1,919 million (HI 2019 net income: € 1,197 million).

Consolidated free cash flow before M&A and customer financing amounted to € -12,440 million (H1 2019: € -
3,981 million) of which € -4.4 billion was in Q2. The corresponding figure for Q1 2020 excluding the penalty
payments - related to January’s compliance settlement with the authorities - was also at € -4.4 billion,
demonstrating that cash containment measures including the adjustment of incoming supply started to become
effective. These measures partially compensated for the reduced cash inflow from the low number of commercial
aircraft deliveries in Q2.

Capital expenditure in H1 was stable year-on-year at around € 0.9 billion with Full-Year 2020 capex still expected
to be around € 1.9 billion. Consolidated free cash flow was € -12,876 million (H1 2019: € -4,116 million). The
consolidated net debt position was € -586 million on 30 June 2020 (year-end 2019 net cash position: € 12.5 billion)
with a gross cash position of

€ 17.5 billion (year-end 2019: € 22.7 billion).
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The Company’s Full-Year 2020 guidance was withdrawn in March. The impact of COVID-19 on the business
continues to be assessed and given the limited visibility, in particular with respect to the delivery situation, no new
guidance is issued.

Key post-closing events

In the frame of COVID-19, discussions are progressing with social partners. A restructuring provision is expected
to be recognised once the necessary conditions are fulfilled. The amount is expected to be between € 1.2 billion and
€ 1.6 billion.

The UK Serious Fraud Office (SFO) has requisitioned GPT Special Project Management Ltd (GPT) to appear in
court for prosecution on a single corruption-related charge. GPT is a UK company that operated in Saudi Arabia
which was acquired by Airbus in 2007 and ceased operations in April 2020. The SFO’s investigation related to
contractual arrangements originating prior to GPT’s acquisition and continuing thereafter. A resolution of GPT,
whatever its form, will not affect the 31 January 2020 UK Deferred Prosecution Agreement and a value has been
provisioned in the Airbus accounts(3).

On 24 July 2020, the Company announced it had agreed with the governments of France and Spain to make
amendments to the A350 Repayable Launch Investment (RLI) contracts to end the long-standing World Trade
Organisation (WTO) dispute and remove any justification for US tariffs. After 16 years of litigation at the WTO,
this final step removes the last contentious point by amending the French and Spanish contracts to what the WTO
considers the appropriate interest rate and risk assessment benchmarks(3).

THE NETHERLANDS

The following summary of certain Dutch taxation matters is based on the laws and practice in force a of
the date of this Debt Issuance Programme Prospectus and is subject to any changes in law and the
interpretation and application thereof, which changes could have retroactive effect. The following
summary neither purports to be a comprehensive description of all the tax considerations that may be
relevant to a decision to acquive, hold or dispose of a Note, nor purports to deal with the tax
consequences applicable to all categories of investors, some of which may be subject to special rules.

Save as otherwise indicated, this overview only addresses the position of investors who for tax purposes
do not have any connection with The Netherlands other than the holding of a Note.

For the purpose of the paragraph “Taxes on Income and Capital Gains” below it is assumed that a
holder of a Note, being an individual or a non-resident entity, neither has nor will have a substantial
interest (aanmerkelijk belang) or a deemed substantial interest, in the Issuer and that a connected
person (verbonden persoon) to the holder of a Note neither has nor will have a substantial interest in the
Issuer:

Generally speaking, an individual has a substantial interest in a company if (a) such individual, either
alone or together with his partner, directly or indirectly has, or is deemed to have or (b) certain relatives
of such individual or his partner dirvectly or indirectly have or are deemed to have (i) the ownership of, a
right to acquire the ownership of, or certain rights over, shares representing 5 per cent. or more of either
the total issued and outstanding capital of such company or the issued and outstanding capital of any
class of shares of such company, or (ii) the ownership of, or certain rights over, profit participating
certificates (winstbewijzen) that relate to 5 per cent. or more of either the annual profit or the
liquidation proceeds of such company.

However, as of 1 January 2021 Dutch withholding tax may apply on certain (deemed) payments of
interest made to an affiliated (gelieerde) entity to the Issuer if such entity (i) is considered to be resident
(gevestigd) in a jurisdiction that is listed in the yearly updated Dutch Regulation on low-taxing states
and non-cooperative jurisdictions for tax purposes (Regeling laagbelastende staten en niet-cooperatieve
rechtsgebieden voor belastingdoeleinden), or (ii) has a permanent establishment located in such
jurisdiction to which the interest is attributable, or (iii) is entitled to the interest payable for the main
purpose or one of the main purposes to avoid taxation for another person, or (iv) is not considered to be
the recipient of the interest in its jurisdiction of residence because such jurisdiction treats another (lower-
tier) entity as the recipient of the interest (hybrid mismatch), or (v) is not treated as resident anywhere
(also a hybrid mismatch), all within the meaning of the Withholding Tax Act 2021 (Wet bronbelasting
2021).

Taxes on Income and Capital Gains

A holder of a Note which is not and is not deemed to be resident in The Netherlands for the relevant tax
purposes will not be subject to Dutch taxation on income or a capital gain derived from a Note unless:

(1) the income or capital gain is attributable to an enterprise or part thereof which is either effectively
managed in The Netherlands or carried on through a permanent establishment (vaste inrichting)
or a permanent representative (vaste vertegenwoordiger) taxable in The Netherlands and the
holder derives profits from such enterprise (other than by way of the holding of securities); or

(i1)  the holder is an individual and the income or capital gain qualifies as income from miscellaneous
activities (belastbaar resultaat uit overige werkzaamheden) in The Netherlands as defined in the
Income Tax Act 2001 (Wet inkomstenbelasting 2001), including, without limitation, activities that
exceed normal, active asset management (normaal, actief vermogensbeheer).

Gift and Inheritance Taxes

Dutch gift or inheritance taxes will not be levied on the occasion of the transfer of a Note by way of gift
by, or on the death of, a holder of a Note, unless:

(i) the holder is or is deemed to be, resident in The Netherlands for the purpose of the relevant
provisions; or

(i1)  the transfer is construed as an inheritance or gift made by, or on behalf of, a person who, at the
time of the gift or death, is or is deemed to be resident in The Netherlands for the purpose of the
relevant provisions.
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Value Added Tax

There is no Dutch value added tax payable by a holder of a Note in respect of payments in consideration
for the issue or acquisition of a Note, payments of principal or interest under a Note or payments in
consideration for a disposal of a Note.

Other Taxes and Duties

There is no Dutch registration tax, stamp duty or any other similar tax or duty payable in The
Netherlands by a holder of a Note in respect of or in connection with the acquisition, holding or disposal
of a Note, the execution, delivery and/or enforcement by legal proceedings (including any foreign
judgment in the courts of The Netherlands) of a Note or the performance of the Issuer's obligations
under a Note.

Residence

purposes and, subject to the exceptions set out above, will not otherwise become subject to Dutch
taxation, by reason only of acquiring, holding or disposing of a Note or the execution, performance,
delivery and/or enforcement of a Note.

LUXEMBOURG

The comments below are intended as a basic overview of certain Luxembourg withholding tax
consequences in relation to the purchase, ownership and disposition of the Notes under Luxembourg law
and do not purport to be complete or exhaustive. Persons who are in any doubt as to their tax position
should consult a professional tax adviser. This description is not intended to constitute tax or legal
advice by the Issuer.

Withholding tax

Under Luxembourg tax law currently in effect and subject to the exception below, there is no
Luxembourg withholding tax on payments of interest (including accrued but unpaid interest) or
repayments of principal of the Notes.

In accordance with the law of 23 December 2005, as amended, interest payments made by Luxembourg
paying agents to Luxembourg individual beneficial owners resident in Luxembourg are currently subject
to a 20 per cent. withholding tax. Responsibility for withholding such tax will be assumed by the
Luxembourg paying agent.

FATCA WITHHOLDING

Pursuant to certain provisions of the Code, commonly known as FATCA, a “foreign financial institution”
may be required to withhold on certain payments it makes (“foreign passthru payments™) to persons
that fail to meet certain certification, reporting, or related requirements. A number of jurisdictions
(including The Netherlands) have entered into, or have agreed in substance to, intergovernmental
agreements with the United States to implement FATCA (“IGAs”), which modify the way in which
FATCA applies in their jurisdictions. Certain aspects of the application of the FATCA provisions and
IGAs to instruments such as the Notes, including whether withholding would ever be required pursuant
to FATCA or an IGA with respect to payments on instruments such as the Notes, are uncertain and may
be subject to change. Even if withholding would be required pursuant to FATCA or an IGA with respect
to payments on instruments such as the Notes, proposed regulations have been issued that provide that
such withholding would not apply prior to the date that is two years after the date on which final
regulations defining “foreign passthru payments” are published in the U.S. Federal Register. In the
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preamble to the proposed regulations, the U.S. Treasury Department indicated that taxpayers may rely
on these proposed regulations until the issuance of final regulations. Noteholders should consult their
own tax advisors regarding how these rules may apply to their investment in the Notes. In the event any
withholding would be required pursuant to FATCA or an IGA with respect to payments on the Notes, no
person will be required to pay additional amounts as a result of the withholding.

SUBSCRIPTION AND SALE

Summary of Dealer Agreement

Subject to the terms and on the conditions contained in an Amended and Restated Dealer Agreement
dated 5 August 2020 (the “Dealer Agreement”) between Airbus, Airbus Finance, the Permanent Dealers
and the Arranger, the Notes will be offered on a continuous basis by the Issuers to the Permanent
Dealers. However, each Relevant Issuer has reserved the right to sell Notes directly on its own behalf to
Dealers that are not Permanent Dealers.
